Welcome to Explore the Arts summer program. Our new building is a work of art and we 
hope that you will be a part of the many creative classes we are offering this summer.  
ALL students will attend classes in the new state-of-the-art facility! Food, Gum and 
Drinks are not allowed in our new building but students may bring bottled water. 
 
Explore the Arts summer program for students currently in kindergarten (K5) through 
twelfth grades will be held at the new Fine Arts Center location at 102 Pine Knoll Drive, 
across from Wade Hampton High School. This year we are offering a one-week program 
June 9th – 13th  Monday through Friday, from 8:30am until 12:00pm.  
 
Students in elementary & middle school select one block of arts classes to explore for the 
week.  The high school ETA program allows students a more in-depth study into one arts 
area. Elementary students (K5– 5th) begin their day at 8:30am in the Recital Hall for 
Common Time to learn about the various arts through performance and demonstrations. 
Middle School students (6th – 8th) begin their day at 8:30am in the Black Box Theatre 
where they will also be wowed with artistic performances and demonstrations. At 9:00 
the elementary & middle school students will attend their class schedule until dismissal at 
12:00pm. The high school students will begin their morning in the Media Room and then 
are dismissed to their specialized arts area at 8:45 until 12:00.
